CITY MANAGER APPROVAW

BACKGROUND INFORMATION:
Novi Town Center is proposing to demolish the rear (south) portion of BUilding G and build a
parking lot in its place. Building G previously housed Linens N Things and is located near the
center of the Novi Town Center development. The applicant is also proposing to redesign the
interior of Building G into smaller tenant spaces and construct a new fac;ade treatment for
approximately 180 linear feet of storefronts on the south side of the building, adjacent to the new
parking lot. The update includes the addition of 34 parking spaces and associated landscaping
and pedestrian amenities, along with a new gate to screen the existing loading areas, while
allowing emergency access through this area.

The fac;ade updates include the installation of standing seam metal awnings of a non-copper color.
All standing seam metal in the Town Center district is required to be copper or copper-colored and
therefore a Section 9 waiver is required. The City's fac;ade consultant recommends approval of the
requested waiver as the proposed changes would match those already approved for various other
buildings in the Town Center.

As a part of the demolition, the north wall of Building K (the former Mervyn's building) will be
exposed, and the drawings note that the existing Concrete Masonry Unit (CMU) wall will be painted
to match existing masonry. There is a 45 foot wide greenbelt proposed in front of this exposed
CMU wall, and the plans propose some landscaping in the greenbelt. The Fayade consultant's

. review indicates that the exposed CMU should either be brought into compliance with the Facade
Ordinance at this time (adding a brick veneer) or the building's foundation should be planted
heavily for the full length of the wall. The applicant contends that the situation with Building K will
not last long, and would prefer to paint the wall to match the surrounding masonry, and seek a
waiver from the planting requirements. Please see the fagade consultant's review letter for
additional information.

The landscape review notes that a four foot wide landscape bed is required along all bUilding
foundations, with the exception of access points. The applicant proposes lawn area, and a few
trees, in a new greenbelt along the north side of Building K. The landscape review recommends
that the plans be revised to show a minimum of a 4 foot wide landscaped bed along the available
foundation of Building K. The applicant has opted not to provide this foundation landscaping bed
and instead is seeking a waiver to provide grass only, citing the fact that it is expected that the
plans for Building K will change in the near future. A landscaping waiver is also required for the
lack of irrigation. The applicant would not like to provide any irrigation due to the temporary nature
of the project. The ordinance requires all landscaping to be irrigated.



The Planning review, Engineering review and Traffic review recommend approval of the
Preliminary Site Plan with minor changes to be addressed on the Stamping Set submittal. The
Landscaping review recommends approval of the Preliminary Site Plan subject to the foundation
plantings and irrigation plan being provided with the next submittal of plans (recommending denial
of the waiver requests). The Fire Marshal initially had a concern regarding the proposed gate to
screen the existing loading/service area. The applicant submitted a supplemental plan to address
the Fire Marshal's comments and the Fire Marshal is now satisfied with the plan provided these
changes are incorporated into the Stamping Set submittal. The supplemental plan is attached.

Section 1602.1 of the Zoning Ordinance requires all projects 5 acres or larger in the Town Center
District to appear before the City Council for approval after a recommendation from the Planning
Commission. This matter appeared before the Planning Commission on September 30, 2009. At
that meeting the Planning Commission recommended approval of the Preliminary Site Plan,
Section 9 facade wavier and landscaping waivers. However, the City's Landscape Architect and
the Fagade Consultant maintain that the requirement to install the foundation landscaping along
Building K is important, and do not recommend granting the landscaping waivers. Instead the
applicant should show plantings on the next submittal, with enough height and opacity to assist in
beautifying the blank wall that will be exposed as a part of the demolition, even if the plantings are
only located for a relatively short period of time. Relevant meeting minutes are attached.

RECOMMENDED ACTION: Approval of the request of Novi Town Center Investors, LLC, for the
Preliminary Site Plan subject to the following:

a. City Council granting the Section 9 fagade waiver for the use of non-copper colored
standing seam metal in the Town Center District (consistent with previous Section 9
waivers granted for this development);

b. The site plan being modified on the next submittal to show heavier foundation plantings with
enough height and opacity to assist in screening the full length of the wall along north side
of Building K and to provide the required irrigation for all proposed plantings (since the
proposed plans expose an existing CMU wall which is not consistent with the ordinance
standards, and the ordinance requires foundation plantings for all buildings with associated
landscape irrigation);

d. The applicant making the appropriate changes to address all of the concerns noted in the
Fire Marshal's review letter and as adequately addressed on the supplemental plan
submitted on September 15. 2009;

e. The conditions and items in the staff and consultant review letters being addressed on the
Stamping Set submittal ... for the following reasons:
1) That the plan is otherwise in compliance with Article 25 and Article 16 of the Zoning

Ordinance and all other applicable provisions of the Ordinance;
2) The proposed fac;ade showing the non-copper colored standing seam metal is

consistent with the overall Town Center development and will generally enhance the
visual quality of the project;

3) The color selections are carefully coordinated and will harmonize with both new and
existing materials;

4) The use of the selected fagade materials and material combinations will not detract from
the future development of buildings with facades of brick and stone.

MATTERS FOR CONSIDERATION

1. NOVI TOWN CENTER BUILDING G DEMOLITION, SP09-22
Consideration of the request of Novi Town Investors, LLC, for a recommendation to City Council
for Preliminary Site Plan approval and a Section 9 Fa~ade Waiver. The subject property is
located east of Novi Road, north of Grand River Avenue, in the TC, Town Center District. The
applicant is proposing to demolish portions of Building G and construct a parking lot and
associated landscaping in its place.

Planner Kapelanski stated that the applicant is proposing to demolish a portion of Building G in
the Novi Town Center. The demolished portion of the building would be replaced with a 34 space
parking lot and adjacent landscaping. The applicant is also proposing modifications to the fa<;ade
of Building G and changes to the interior layout. The Planning Commission should be advised
that the interior layout of Bldg. G is conceptual in nature in that it may change in the future based
on the needs of perspective tenants.

The proposed facade for Bldg. G is not in compliance with the Fa<;ade Ordinance and therefore
would require a Section 9 Facade Waiver specifically for the use of non-copper colored standing
seam metal awnings. The city's fa<;ade consultant recommends approval of the requested waiver
noting that the proposed design is consistent with other facade upgrades recently approved in the
Town Center.

The applicant is also requesting two landscape waivers this evening for the lack of foundation
landsca"ping along the remainder of Building G and for lack of irrigation. The area show in green
on the site plan would basically be mostly grass and there is a landscape plaza at the end of the
parking lot, but other than that it would be grass. The staff would recommend that the
Commission discuss these waivers with the applicant and determine jf they would like to grant
them.
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The Planning, Engineering, and Traffic review's all noted minor issues to be addressed at the
time of stamping set submittal and recommended approval of the plan. The Fire Marshall did
have some concerns with the plan submitted, mainly relating to the proposed gate to screen the
loading/service area. However, the applicant has submitted a supplemental plan which is
included in your packet to address those issues and the Fire Marshall was satisfied with the
changes shown on the supplemental plan and those will be included in the stamping sets.

Lastly, Section 1602.1 of the Ordinance requires all projects five acres or larger to receive the
approval of the City Council after a recommendation from the Planning Commission. The
Planning Commission should consider the factors listed in Section 1602.9 when making its
recommendation.

Matthew Quinn appeared on behalf of Novi Town Center Investors along with Jim Clear, Manager
of Novi Town Center and representatives from Wah Vee as well as representatives from Giffels
Webster. Mr. Quinn stated that as far as the Section 9 Waivers, they are consistent with other
fayade upgrades recently approved in the Town Center.

Mr. Quinn stated that as far as the Landscape Waivers are concerned, this is a temporary
situation, the creation of this parking lot, the creation of this landscape area. Mr. QUinn could not
comment at this time on more upcoming changes or when they were going to happen. He
indicated Town Center is not planning irrigation in the new landscape plaza or the new grass
area, but the Novi Town Center will ensure it is maintained. Mr. Quinn stated that there is very
little irrigation in the entire Town Center area and everything is adequately maintained and is
green and that they will use drought resistant plants. Mr. Quinn also stated that this is in for a
preliminary and final site plan approval.

Ms. Kapelanski, Planner stated that it was in for a preliminary approval and that final would be
handled administratively by staff.

Member Cassis stated that he had witnessed the beginning of the Novi Town Center and was
concerned if any tenants were going to be eliminated or moved because of the demolition.

Mr. Quinn answered that there are no tenants that will be eliminated at this time, and that they
were reconfiguring and going to open up a new bank of lease spaces for tenants to come into.
These will be smaller spaces instead of the one larger space that was there.

Member Cassis stated that this is a major change and it will be expensive in order to bring
everything up to date and questioned if this was the right approach.

Mr. Quinn stated that each step the applicant is taking is in preparation for the next step. Also.
the applicant will be bringing in for review in the next 45 days, Building I, the Boyne Mountain
Sports Building and that is going to be totally redone. We will be adding to it and putting in new
drives and totally renovating the facades and by doing so, we are updating the center and getting
it back into competition with what is going in around our community and in our geographical area.
This is a stepping stone for something else that you will see in the near future.

Member Cassis said that he wished them well and hopes that this approach will bring them
success! and Member Greco said he would like to second Member Cassis's thoughts and would
be glad to see the improvements and wish them success.

Member Baratta asked Mr. Quinn about the fagade modification and he is questioning the small
incremental change to the shopping center and wondered when the Planning Commission would
see the entire overall strategy. Member Baratta asked jf they have an overall strategy of what the
center will look like and what the eventual size will be.
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Mr. Quinn answered that the applicant would like to go into the big picture plans, but cannot at
this time. As a representative of the applicant, he could say that the applicant would be back
eventually with something bigger in the future. Mr. Quinn did state that the center will be the
same size and there will be a substantial portion of the center removed and reconstructed and
that until tenants are confirmed, the exact size isn't known.

Member Meyer stated that he agreed with his colleagues and that it will be exciting to see what is
going to happen.

Comments: Note 3 of the Facade Chart states that Standing Seam Metal on buildings located in
TC and TC-l districts must be copper or have a copper bearing painted finish. The applicant has
proposed blue and green colors for the Standing Seam Metal roofs and awning. A Section 9
Waiver would be required for use of non-copper colored Standing Seam Metal.
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Recommendations:

New Storefront - With respect to the use of non-copper colored roof and awnings, the proposed
design is consistent with other facade upgrades for which the Planning Commission has recently
granted Section 9 waivers for the use of green, blue and black standing seam metal. The
proposed facade complies with the Town Center Ordinances requirement that building be
constructed primarily of Brick and Stone.

North Wall of Building "K" - The demolition of the existing building will exposed what is
currently an interior wall along the north side of Building "K". The wall is located directly
opposite from and will be highly visible to pedestrians using the new storefront. The proposed
"Service Area Screen Gate ll with adjacent landscaping will serve to visually separate the newly
created public space from the service area beyond. However, the gate will also further define the
north wall of Building "K" as part of the public vs. service areas of the cOluplex. Although no
elevation drawing has been provided for the north wall of Building "K", the drawings a,re noted
IIpaint existing masonry wall to match existing masonryll. Adjacent walls are Concrete Masonry
Units (CMU) (Photo 1), therefore it is reasonable to assume the new wall will be painted CMU
with some patchwork left be the removed structure. A 45' wide greenbelt is located in front of
wall and a nicely designed "Landscaped Seating Plazall is proposed near the west end of the
greenbelt. The size and species of plant material proposed within the seating plaza and greenbelt
do not appear to provide significant screening of the North Wall of Building "Kit. During the pre­

application meeting the applicant indicated the north wall will be improved, presumably by the \li,(j'
addition of brick veneer, as part of the renovation of Building "K". Considering that the r
timeframe for renovation of Building K may be somewhat uncertain, it is reasonable that this
wall be brought into compliance with the Facade Ordinance at this time or that more significant
(larger and taller) plant Inaterial be placed within the greenbelt for the full length of the wall.

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Conclusion - A Section 9 waiver is recommended for the use of non-copper colored Standing
Seam Metal, contingent upon the applicant either adding brick veneer to the north wall of
Building "K" at this time, or adding more significant plant material within the greenbelt for the
full length of the north wall of Building ilK" located west of the proposed gate (approxJ ]80').

At your request.. we have reviewed the above and offer the following recommendation and
supporting comments.

Recommendation

We recommend approval of the preliminary and final site plan. subject to the concerns shown
below in bold being satisfactorily addressed by the stamping set. Revised sheets should be
provided to us for our informal review and approval prior to producing multiple stamping sets.

Project Description
What is the applicant proposing?

1. The applicant. Novi Town Center Investors, LLC. proposes to demolish a significant
portion of Building G in order to add 34 parking spaces. a landscape area, and a "seating
plaza." The remaining portion of Building G would be divided into eight individual specialty
retail stores totaling 23.503 sJ. (excluding the central hallway). Although the new parking
lot would be dead-end for customers, grass pavers and a gate are proposed just beyond
the lot's turnaround tail, ;n order to facilitate more direct movements of emergency and/or
service vehicles between existing parking areas east and west of Building G.

Traffic Study
Was a study submitted and was it acceptable?

2. With an expected net reduction in trip generation, a traffic study is unwarranted.

Trip Generation
How much traffic would the proposed development generate?

3. Per the site plan application, existing Building G contains 43,235 sJ. Hence. we would
expect the proposed 23,503 sJ. of retail space to generate only about half as many trips.

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Vehicular Access Locations
Do the proposed driveway locations meet City spacing standards?

4. The only full-time vehicular access to the area to be modified is at the corner of an existing
parking lot. No public road standards apply.

Vehicular Access Improvements
Will there by any improvements to the public road(s) at the proposed driveway(s)?

5. Not applicable.

Driveway Design and Control
Are the driveways acceptably designed and signed?

6. Not applicable.

Pedestrian Access
Are pedestrians safely and reasonably accommodated?

7. Appropriate sidewalk locations and widths are proposed. With respect to ramp
compliance issues, we defer to the City's engineering review.

Circulation
Can vehicles safely and conveniently maneuver through the site?

8.· The City Fire Marshal should review and approve the proposed grass pavers~

clear width between the gate columns (15 ft), and non-standard design of the
gate. We do recommend that a note be ad,ded to the plan indicating that ..4il a
locked gate is desired. a lockin·g mechanism must be purchased from, or other­
wise approved by, the City of Novi Fire Department" (this would c9mp1y with
the spirit of the note accompanying the City standard gate specification, Design
and Construction Standards Figure VIII..K).

9. There are several notable inconsistencies between the "Paving and Grading Plan" (Sheet
C4.1) prepared by Giffels-Webster and the "Floor/Site Plan" (Sheet A2.1) prepared by
Wah-Yee Associates. Those inconsistencies are as follows:
a. Sheet C4.1 shows a 5-foot access aisle between the two barrier-free parking

spaces~ while Sheet A2.1 shows a a-foot access aisle. We believe the aisle is
intended/required to accommodate van-accessible barrier..free spaces, in which
case the 8-foot aisle is required.

b. On Sheet C4.I, the parking stall in the northeast corner of the new parking lot
scales only 9 ft wide, from the stripe to the back of curb. Novi Zoning
Ordinance requires a 9-foot wide stall measured to the face of curb. To
provide the 9-ft wide stall, this stall must be widened by a nominal 0.5 ft

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(i.e., the curb width). The stall illustrated on Sheet A2.1 correctly shows a 9­
foot stall measured to the face of curb.

c. The dimension and layout of the landscape islands at the west end of the proposed
new parking lot are not consistent between the two plans. Sheet C4.1 shows the
eastern face of each island's curb aligned, but Sheet A2.1 shows the southern island
offset by approximately 6 feet relative to the north island.

d. Sheet C4.1 indicates a straight-faced sidewalk edge on the north side of the
proposed new parking area. but Sheet C2.1 indicates a curbed sidewalk.

The above inconsistencies should be reconciled on the final site plan submittal,
such that all parking spaces meet the dimensional requirements of the Zoning
Ordinance~and that spaces designated as "Van Accessible" have an ADA­
standard 8..foot access aisle.

10. On plan sheet C6.1 , the detail for pavement markings shows that standard parking stalls
would be marked in yellow, not the white required by Sec 3B.18 of the Michigan Manual of
Uniform Traffic Control Devices. Conformance with the MMUTCD is required per item 12
of the City's Final Site Plan Checklist (appearing in the City of Noyi Site Plan and Development
ManuaQ, uunless unique circumstances require a deviation." The City should decide
whether or not yellow may be substituted for white in this instance (doing so
would likely provide uniformity throughout the overall Novi Town Center).

) I. Sheet C4.1 shows two barrier-free signs installed just behind the edge of the proposed
sidewalk on the north side of the proposed new parking lot. These barrier-free signs .
should be set back 2 feet, to allow for a 2-foot overhang for vehicles parked in
those barrier-free spaces. Alternatively, these signs could be mounted on the south
face of Building G, although the Elevation drawings (Sheet A4.1) indicate there may not be
any suitable surface on which to install them.

12. Sheet C6.1 includes two detail panels related to the signing of barrier-free parking stalls.
On the "Parldng Signage" panel showing facsimiles of the RESERVED
PARKING and VAN ACCESSIBLE signs, the corresponding MMUTCD sign
codes should be added; that is, R7-8 and R7-8a, respectively. On the "Signage
Installation" panel showing sign mounting heights, the 6'..8" dimension must be
increased to 7'·0" to comply with Sec 2A.18 of the MMUTCD. The MMUTCD
sign codes for the barrier-fr~esigns should also be shown on the "Paving and
Grading Plan" sheet (Sheet C4.1).

197(a)(19), for the design of the gate (see Figure VII-K). width of the access
drive, and load carrying capacity of the brick pavers. Additional details shall be
provided for the construction of the gate and corrections made to the design to
meet the minimum standards.
